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       In the period 18th -21st January 2007 the first transnational meeting of the project DYACIT took place in Bucharest, coordinated by Romanian Society for LifeLong Learning, Romania and co-funded by the European Commission within the European Program Socrates—Minerva. Important institutions of training and consultancy and non-governmental associations participated to the meeting. The project will be carried out from October 2006 until September 2008. The project covers a large European area with partners from: Germany, Italia, Bulgaria, Austria and Romania.  


The external evaluation of the project will be undertaken by Gareth Long from United Kingdom.
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Creating an innovative learning environment in order to develop the talent and creativity of the young people, in cooperation with other young Europeans 


  The project aims at creating and developing a flexible innovative learning environment using specific didactic and pedagogical methods with the final goal of capturing the interest and increasing the motivation of the young adults, in order to determine them to study throughout their whole lifetime.


In this sense we will carry out two piloting workshops with the target group. Within these workshops they will study English, software for photo processing – Photoshop and photography classes.


The project will promote social integration of youth, and prevent the danger of their being socially excluded. 


   The project addresses young adults, aged between 16-20 years old who have completed 1st level of secondary education, and face the risk of being “early school leavers”, due to a multitude of factors. 


The innovative side of the project resides in: 


The chosen target group, young adults with the risk of being “early school leavers”;


Using ICT and virtual exhibition to establish primarily pictorial communication channels between groups of young disadvantaged people coming from different countries and cultures;


Combining different types of training for the achievement of a final product that makes use of all the knowledge acquired throughout the training. 


Form of cooperation; the partnership is made up of various social factors, from different countries, able to accomplish the tasks undertaken in the project; 














 


























Innovation in exchanging experiences, ideas, methodology between different countries involved in the project and beyond, through the use of the communication platform between the target groups during the workshops (RO-BG,RO-IT,BG-DE). The Romanian, Bulgarian, Italian and German trainers have the opportunity to meet virtually to cooperate with a view to reaching certain uniformity in their didactic approaches. 


The communication between the young people from Romania and Bulgaria who had less opportunities to communicate with other young from other countries, but also the communication between the young adults from the adhering countries and the EU member countries (Germany and Italy); 


The development of a new concept, “Creative Lab” that allows the young adults to manifest their imagination and creativity through a common language, the art, through cooperation between the partner groups but at the same time through competition between the work groups for accomplishing the most beautiful virtual exhibition of photography.

First steps in the project....


During the meeting, each partner had the opportunity to get to know better the partners they will work with and could draft the way in which the workshops will take place. 


The workshops began on 1st February 2007 with an evaluation of the expectations of the young people of the target group and they will last until June 2007. 


The results of the workshops will be materialized into 3 virtual exhibitions in the first year on themes chosen commonly by the 3 transnational groups of young people.
